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We’re pretty unabashed rock ’n roll 
guys here at the Sidekick, so most of our 
Picks of the Issue have deviated little from 
singer/songwriters or straight up rock 
acts. Yet for this Pick of the Issue, our 
opinion of the best show coming up in or 
around Spokane over the next couple of 
weeks, we’re selecting a metal lineup that’s 
deserving of the distinction. 
On Wednesday, May 30th, 
Italian goth outfi t Lacuna 
Coil is headlining a night of 
music at Th e Blvd. that will 
also include the epic, dark 
rock of Dutch band Within 
Temptation, the driving 
metal of Savannah, Georgia’s 
Kylesah and the danceable, industrial 
vibe of Stolen Babies. All in all, a pretty 
bitchin’ lineup in a great place to take in a 
metal show, especially one of this caliber. 
Th e night just begs for you to get drunk 
and fall down, earning a couple of battle 
wounds and undoubtedly having a hell of a 
time in the process.

Lacuna Coil combines hyper-fuzzy 
distortion with a dual male/female vocal 
arrangement and surprisingly beautiful 
piano pieces for an aggressive and distinct 
alt-metal sound. Th ough they’re Italian, 
the majority of their lyrics are English 

and they’ve recently started to capture the 
attention of American metalheads after an 
Ozzfest stint in 2003-04, after having been 
a major player in the heavy European scene 
for over a decade.

A lot of metal bands claim to bring a 
collision of melody and metal to the table, 
but that’s a very diffi  cult thing to pull off , 

and Lacuna Coil does it as 
well as any band alive. It’s also 
worth noting that Revolver 
and Rolling Stone magazines 
have confi rmed what’s been 

suspected for awhile, Lacuna 
Coil’s lead singer Cristina 
Scabbia is one of the hot-
test chicks in the scene.

Within Temptation really 
deserves almost equal exposure, having 
sold over a million albums and creating a 
haunting, string-fi lled, guitar-fuelled sound 
that stays with you. Th is is defi nitely not a 
headlining show with opening fi ller acts that 
should be missed. If you’re interested in our 
opinion, Kylesah is a bit heavy for our tastes, 
but the other three groups bring a lot of 
musical talent and enough diversity within 
the metal genre to make for an appealing, 
adrenaline-ridden concert.

The beauty 
and bane of 

Wikipedia is that 
anyone can edit 
it... even Sloth.
“Hey you guys”
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If it’s true what they say, “It don’t mean 
a thing if it ain’t got that swing,” then by all 
accounts, 6’ Swing really means something.  
Th e seven piece Spokane based swing band 
is all about bringing back the swinging 
sound of the 20s. 

6’ Swing, pronounced “six foot swing,” 
plays classic tunes reminiscent of a much 
diff erent time in American music. Th ey 
just fi nished recording their fi rst CD and 
plan to release it at their upcoming show 
at Centerstage on May 24, where they will 
be opening for Th e Stolen Sweets.  Th e six 
song demo highlights the group’s ability 
to produce a genuine vintage sound half a 
century passed its peak.

Heather O’Brien delivers the lead vocals 
in a smooth jazzy voice, while the piano 
and horn section blend the music into the 
audio equivalent of a velvety piece of milk 
chocolate. 6’ Swing is smooth and delicious. 
Th e group’s founder and rhythm guitar 
player, Garrin Hertel, compensates for the 
lack of a drummer by strumming with the 
percussionist Jamie “Papa Scrubs” Flanery, 
who plays the washboard.

Hertel’s love of jazz and swing is what 
brought this band together, and his love 
of the music started at a young age. On a 
family trip to New Orleans, Hertel got lost 
in the infamous French Quarter, and was 
inspired by a jazz musician.

“I wandered off  and sat on 
a street corner . . . there was 
a piano player just killin’ the 
keys, and I remember being 
really excited by that,” he said.

Th e New Orleans infl uence on 6’ Swing 
is apparent. Th ey have a rendition of 
“Basin Street Blues” on their CD, which 
is a song that takes place in New Orleans. 
Hertel also organizes an annual jazz festival 
called “Th ink Swing” which gave jazz mu-
sicians from New Orleans the opportunity 
to come to Spokane to play since all their 
venues had been destroyed.

6’ Swing, whose members are all at least 
six feet tall, has been pleasantly surprised 
by their success in the local music scene.  
Th ey have found that although the music 
is old, it certainly isn’t out. Th eir audiences 
range from middle aged to young groups 
of swingers who get dressed up and really 
tear up the dance fl oor. Sometimes the 
dancing is so acrobatic that the band fi nds 

themselves distracted by the 
spectacle.

“We’d like to be able to 
say that someone fell in 
love dancing to our music,” 

said Hertel.
Other future hopes for the band include 

travel, thought preferably not an intense 
tour schedule, but weekend trips to Port-
land, as well as eventually playing in the 
city that started it all; New Orleans.

6’ Swing is a homegrown band that 
plays the charming and coy music of 
times past, while applying it to today’s 
world. Th e energy is high and so is the 
fun. Whether they are playing a slow soft 
tune like “Night and Day,” or their faster 
show stopper, “Georgia Grind,” 6’ Swing 
is authentic and original.  Taking old clas-
sics and forgotten tunes and making the 
audience dance, washboard and all. Hertel 
maintains that even without a drummer, 6’ 
Swing is every inch a true swing band.

“It’s not so much the notes, as it is how 
you play them.”

Six Foot Swing will be playing at Execu-
tive Women International, a springtime 
social and auction, on Friday, May 18th. 
Th ere are 250 tickets for sale at $35 a 
piece, available by calling Lori at 458-
3200. Th en, on May 24th, they’ll be open-
ing for the Portland swingin’ jazz band 
Stolen Sweets at Centerstage, a show that 
will act as a CD release party of sorts for 6’ 
Swing, as they’ll be unveiling their recently 
fi nished 6 song demo, available at the show 
for $6 a piece.

Looking ahead, they’ve got a bunch of 
shows lined up in June, with a Caterina 
performance on the 2nd, a couple return 
appearances at Centerstage on the 8th and 
10th, and additional concerts at Th e Viking, 
Th e Ticket and Peacock Lounge towards the 
end of the month and into July. For more 
information, or to hear samples of the band, 
visit www.spokanesidekick.com.

If there’s one thing that every Spokanite 
knows, it’s that nothing goes better with raw 
fi sh than educated Seattle hip-hop.  Driving 
the point home at Raw Su-
shi on the 18th will be the 
Blue Scholars, a ridicu-
lously talented, hopelessly 
poetic duo from our big 
brother city to the west.

Th ough the Blue Scholars 
had the honor of being the 
only mainstage hip-hop artist 
at Sasquatch last year, as well 
as a mainstage act at Bumbershoot, an ap-
pearance at a small local venue like Raw is 
hardly a rarity for the duo, as they’ve been 
known to show up for sets at youth run cen-
ter shows and labor organizing conferences.

Th e tour is in anticipation of the group’s 
third studio release Bayani set to hit shelves 
June 12th.  Th e previous two (the fi rst a 
full length self titled album, the second 
an eight-song EP titled Th e Long March) 
blend the contrasting styles of the two 
Scholars members, Emcee Geologic and 
DJ/producer Sabzi.

Geologic emerged from Seattle 
as a prominant battle MC and 
poet, while the ska and punk lov-

ing Sabzi trained in classical and jazz piano. 
Despite the diference in musical education, 
the two have created an anthemic, ener-
getic energy that shines brightly on both 
studio productions to date. Th e self titled 
album is not only a stunningly precise 
critique of society (especially listening to 

the album three years later) but 
an album that relies less on the 
hooks of popular hip-hop, or 
the quirkiness of underground, 
and more upon an amazing as-
sortment of spoken word poetry, 
surrounded by fl awless beats.

KYRS’ Spotucky Radio and the Spo-
kane Sidekick present the Dry County 
Crooks live at the Zombie Room on Sat-
urday, May, 19th. While technically the 
Dry County Crooks are not the head-
liner, they are the act that 
this paper is most excited 
about. Due to a booking 
error, the Dry County 
Crooks were originally 
scheduled to play Mootsy’s 
but have now moved their 
show down the street and 
are sharing their show with 
progressive jazz band Reptet out of Se-
attle. Th ese two bands will also be joined 
by country punk rockers Williston. Th is 
21 and older show will take place at the 
newly christened Zombie Room (for-
merly Th e Spread which was formerly the 
B-Side). Th e new owners of the Zombie 

Room plan to keep everything the same 
with a commitment to good live music 
and good drinks all around.  

While the Dry County Crooks aren’t 
headlining the show, they are the fi rst in 
our hearts. Playing a mix of outlaw country 
and punk infl uenced rock and roll, the 

quartet from Portland, OR 
give us such a thirst for 
whiskey that Jim and Jack 
don’t stand a chance. Since 
2001 the band has put on 
over 2000 shows up and 
down the west coast, but 
this will be the fi rst ap-
pearance on the Spokane 

music scene. Th e band 
consists of Vinny D on vocals and guitar, 
Paul Becker on guitar, Johnny B on bass, 
and Cheo Larcombe on drums. Pulling 
from a songbook that ranges from Hank 
Sr. through Hank III, the band delivers 
a heartfelt message that can speak to all 

ages and all moods. Whether you want to 
just watch a fun band perform or get out 
and dance like a drunken idiot, the Dry 
County Crooks will fulfi ll your every need.

Actually headlining the night is a pro-
gressive six piece jazz group called Reptet.  
Th e band is on tour promoting their new 
CD “Do Th is!” and they take pride in 
debunking peoples’ preconceived notions 
of what jazz ought to be, instead bringing 
excitement, fl air, and vision in a form of 
music that appeals to jazz afi cionados and 
Joe Schmos alike.

Musically Th e Dry County Crooks and 
Reptet go together like oil and water, but 
anyone looking to see good live music will 
appreciate both acts for their talent and 
passion. Th e Zombie Room is located at 
230 W. Riverside in downtown, Spokane 
on the same block as Prago Argentine Café.

Last July, on The Colbert Show’s popular 
segment, The Word, Stephen Colbert 
introduced the world to the term “Wikiality,” 
which he described as “bringing democ-
racy to knowledge.”

which ultimately resulted in several hacked 
Wikipedia entries deliberately misinforming 
readers about the number of elephants 
tripling on the African continent over 
the last six month, a “factoid” that 
also happens to be patently untrue. 
While the segment was a downright 
hilarious parody of both Wikipedia’s 
open source system and Stephen 
Colbert’s disdain for facts and truth, it 
still has some interesting implications 
in the real world. Obviously one of – or 

perhaps the – most important philosophical 
questions is the idea of what is real, which 
is usually described as either what exists or, 
if you subscribe to a wikiality-type notion of 
consensus reality, what we generally agree 

seems to exist (Like The Allegory of the 
Cave and all that other stuff you slept 

through in college). It’s also worth 
noting that Wikiality has caught 
on, to a certain extent, in the 
current lexicon. Global Language 
Monitor, which tracks language 

trends, named Colbert-coined 
phrases “truthiness” and “wikiality” 

the top TV buzzwords for 2006.

Washingtonian singer/songwriter and all 
around rockin’ chick Brandi Carlile is com-
ing to the Big Easy Concert House 
for a Th ursday, May 24th per-
formance. (As a side note, how 
have no pissed off  feminists 
written about our repeated use of 
the word “chick” and general tone 
that often sounds like frat boys 
making inappropriate comments 
while watching soft core porn at 3 
a.m. on USA.

Back to the point at hand, Carlile is tour-
ing in support of her sophomore release Th e 
Story, and is apparently doing very well for 
herself – consistently selling out theatres and 
concert halls from Portland to Cleveland.

• Cloud Cult – This band was on our list a 
couple months back, but they deserve at 
least three, and as many as seven mentions 
for the amount of playtime they’ve been 
receiving lately. Just an indescribably beauti-
ful medley of optimism, spirituality, armchair

• Straylight Run – “Hands in the Sky (Big 
Shot)”  Phenomenal single from East Coast 
emo band who hopscotches between whiny 
awfulness and striking beauty coated in 
intense anger. Hit or miss, Straylight Run is 
right on target with this particular track, and 
it’s been at least a weekly staple in our rota-
tion for the past several months.
• Vega 4 – You and Others  Infectious 
record from British/Irish/Canadian quartet, 
who sounds like Snow Patrol crossed with 
Augustana, with a little touch of The Fray 
thrown into the mix. Radio friendly, often 
moving mix of melody and guitar.
• Mark Ward – “Easier on You” Our favorite 
song from local singer/songwriter Ward, 
who’s got some defi nite skills.

I learned to play guitar with the blues. It’s my favorite genre of music. Of 
course, I can’t really call myself a true ‘bluesman’ because of my severe lack of 
sadness in life. I mean, the only heartache I’ve suff ered through is the loss of loved 
ones and lovers. Th en again, that’s all you need to play the blues (it’s just that if 
you lived though the Great Depression or the Black Plague you have more street-
cred for enduring something truly horrible). Here’s a short lesson on the blues for 
beginners or unfamiliar guitarists.

Figure 1 is the pentatonic scale, in E. Th e great thing about the pentatonic scale 
(it took me weeks to fi gure this out) is that you can start anywhere on the fret and 
follow the same pattern as Figure 1. A pentatonic in ‘A’ would start on the 5th fret 
of the top E string. A pentatonic in ‘G’ would start on the 3rd fret, and so on and so 
on. Th erefore, you can play a solo over any song as long as you know the pentatonic 
and the key of the tune.

Figure 2 is a standard blues riff  for rhythm guitar. Put together, these two exer-
cises hold the most commonly used notes in the entire blues genre. Th e blues are 
my favorite because they can be super easy or super hard at the same time. Played 
rapidly, one can get that awesome SRV or Hendrix sound with slick, face melting 
solos. Played slowly you can achieve a melancholy, sexy (purely bluesy) sound like 
Clapton, B.B. King, and Mayer try to play. Whatever you want to make of it. My 
advice to you, if you’re using this as a learning tool, is to become a master of the 
pentatonic scale by practicing A LOT! When I was in high school I would come 
home from school at 2:15, lock myself in a room with a guitar, and not come out 
till 8 p.m. I think it was a contributing factor to me not getting laid. However, prac-
tice makes perfect and no one can play the blues overnight. To this day, I try to get 
at least an hour or two of practice each day (probably why I’m still not getting laid!)

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Music Lesson #2
Playing the Blues

Made popular in on-campus 
computer labs that often had 
fi lters on gaming websites, The 
Wikipedia Challenge is a game 
where competitors race from one 
designated start page to a prede-
termined fi nish article without ever 
leaving the Wikipedia network (i.e. 
clicking on in-site hyperlinks until 
reaching their destination). The 
winner can either be determined 
as the fi rst person to reach the 
target page, or the one to do so 
using the fewest number of links. 

At the end of the game, the winner 
can prove his or her path by click-
ing back through all the visited 
pages, thereby demonstrating that 
they never entered a new search 
or left the Wikipedia network. 
While more fun than it probably 
should be no matter where you 
are, the game is particularly useful 
in school settings, where admin-
istrators might be a bit suspicious 
of your frantic clicking, but can’t 
prove that you’re not doing home-
work since you’re operating within 

a largely educational website. 
(Stick it to the man!) Depending on 
the level of diffi culty one wants to 
achieve – and how long you want 
the game to last – variations of 
the Wikipedia Challenge include a 
prohibition on going backwards to 
a previously viewed page, always 
starting on the Wikipedia home 
page, enabling or disabling “fi nd” 
tools, and forbidding the use of 
year pages, which can signifi cantly 
speed up the pace of the game if 
used properly.

Th e diff erence between winning and 
losing is typically as apparent as the contrast 
between black and white.

Sexual Predators, Loyal Bushies and 
the disappearance of accountability

As a general and perhaps obvious rule, it 
seems more productive to me to try and be 
progressive, pointing out whatever aspects in 
a group of people or particular ideal that you 
fi nd unhealthy while celebrating the positive 
characteristics that are being championed.

As Jon Stewart quipped 
sadly on Th e Daily Show a couple of weeks 
ago, “Apparently this administration is inca-
pable of doing anything that isn’t ironic.”

Th e checklist includes, but certainly isn’t 
limited to: a borderline criminal non-re-
sponse to the Hurricane Katrina fallout, dra-
conian security measures that have been not 
only unconstitutional but illegal, and other 
domestic debacles in a number of depart-
ments, particularly justice. Th at’s not to men-
tion a foreign policy that has been disastrous 
at best, from pissing off  everybody through a 
complete disregard to the rest of the world’s 
environmental standards (the Kyoto Pro-
tocol, etc.) to the Abu Ghraib scandal and 
other essential endorsements of torture from 
the highest level of the government. Th en, of 
course, there’s the individual hypocrisy that’s 
run rampant in a startling number of posi-
tions, such as Mark Foley, a man responsible 
for hunting down online sexual predators 
who, himself, was a sexual predator. Or the 

fact that Dick Cheney shot a guy in the face. 
Actually, that one was clearly an accident, but 
good god is it funny.

In his May 13th column for the New York 
Times, Frank Rich highlighted a few of the 
administration’s many gaff es while outlining 
how the Republican Party has derailed so 
sharply in the past few years. “By my rough, 
conservative calculation – feel free to add 
– there have been corruption, incompetence, 
and contracting or cronyism scandals in these 
cabinet departments: Defense, Education, 
Justice, Interior, Homeland Security, Veterans 
Aff airs, Health and Human Services, and 
Housing and Urban Development.

I will, however, toss 
in a fi gure that reveals the sheer depth of the 
overall malfeasance: no fewer than four inspec-
tors general, the offi  cial watchdogs charged 
with investigating improprieties in each de-
partment, are themselves under investigation 
simultaneously – an all time record.”

Call me naïve, but I don’t see how hypoc-
risy of this magnitude can be so pervasive. 
Sure, you’re bound to get a few bad apples 
in an any prodigious body of people like the 
government, but this is just insane. I mean I 

haven’t even mentioned the Iraq debacle, the 
biggest fuckup of our generation, that was 
clearly a disaster on every level, and one with 
no end in sight.

It would be a little easier to swallow pill 
after deceptive pill if there was any sign of re-
morse, but I see no indication that that’s the 
case. Alberto Gonzales apparently contracted 
a wicked case of amnesia when under inves-
tigation for trying to replace U.S. Attorneys 
boasting good performance records with 
“loyal Bushies,” feigning forgetfulness most 
of the time then lying through the rest. Ted 
Haggard, the foremost gay-bashing preacher 
that the Conservative Christian base had to 
off er turned out to be a male prostitue-visit-
ing, meth addict who simply said he was 
“cured” of his homosexual ways, and that was 
about the extent of his apology.

Achieving victory, one Applebees at a time
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28 Weeks Later a worthy, gory sequel

I think a lot of people would agree with 
the claim that some of the most rewarding 
viewing experiences come about when you 
know or expect little out of the movie you’re 
about to see. If 
there’s no hype 
to live up to, it’s 
easier to be pleas-
antly surprised. 

Perhaps the 
most pronounced 
case of that, for 
me, came from 
my initial en-
counter with 28 
Days Later. Th ere 
are a couple of 
great zombie 
movies, but that 
angle’s been pretty thoroughly explored and 
I didn’t feel like I needed to see another one, 
especially one set in a not-too-distant, post-
apocalyptic future. Frankly it sounded like 
kind of a drag. 

And while 28 Days Later is a far cry 
from an uplifting and heartwarming tale, 
it’s much, much better than I would have 
thought possible. Cillian Murphy is fan-
tastic, the digital cinematography is stellar 

and the soundtrack is one of my favorites 
of all time. Th e whole world of the fi lm is 
constructed in an engaging, entertaining 
way that confi rmed any previous suspicions 
I’d harbored about Danny Boyle being an 
extremely talented fi lmmaker. 

But it’s also a startlingly intelligent fl ick. 
After getting the 
important plot 
set-up out of 
the way – why 
Jim is seemingly 
alone in London 
and what events 
could lead to 
the spread of 
an a super virus 
that appears to 
have wiped out 
everyone in its 
path – the fi lm 
gets to the run-

ning around scared stages before becoming 
downright fascinating in an intense and 
emotionally charged second half that takes 
place at a military compound. 

It’s really hard to explain the subtext of a 
smart movie in a short column like this with-
out coming across like a pretentious wanker. 
I could say that the fi lm is just as much a 
critique about a hyper-aggressive military 
mindset – think Dr. Strangelove – as it is a 

survival thriller, but that’s an unsatisfactory 
explanation unless you can convey why, a 
pretty daunting task in a hundred words or 
so. Suffi  ce it to say that the movie takes an 
unexpected turn about halfway through, 
when a handful of uninfected survivors fi nd 
their way to the military grounds and the 
zombie-like, 
rage-induced 
madmen look 
almost benign 
in comparison 
to some of the 
army personnel. 

I would 
explain more, 
but it’s my 
opinion that 
at least 80% of 
fi lm criticism 
is awful, largely 
due to the fact 
that, for some reason, critics feel the need 
to rehash the plot, which strikes me as an 
exceedingly stupid gesture. Isn’t the point of 
movie reviews to off er an outside take on a 
given movie, not to substitute as the actual 
viewing experience? Nobody’s actually 
going to simply read a fi lm review in place 
of seeing the movie itself, right? I’ve never 
understood that. Either you haven’t seen 
the movie, in which case you want to grasp 

whether it’s worth seeing but don’t want the 
potential experience spoiled by knowing 
what will happen at every turn, or you’ve 
already seen it and clearly don’t need the 
plot rehashed back to you like an idiot. Is 
there a middle ground I’m missing here, or 
is this just further proof that Roger Ebert is 

kind of a turd?
Obviously I 

digress, but you 
can still pretty 
much get the 
gist of these two 
movies by skim-
ming the articles 
on this page. Th e 
short of it is that, 
coming from a 
guy who doesn’t 
really dig horror 
fl icks all that 
much, 28 Days 

Later is not only my favorite in the genre but 
one that still gets thrown in the DVD player 
on a pretty regular basis. An impressive and 
engaging spectacle on a number of levels.

28 Days Later one of the best of its genre

You could probably fi le the 2001 release 
28 Days Later in any of a number of genres 
or sub-genres: thriller, action, horror, sci-
ence fi ction, drama, or anything with the 
word “apocalyptic” in it would seem fairly 
logical to me. Th at’s not really the case 
with the sequel, however; 28 Weeks Later 
is pretty much a straight up horror fi lm. 
Brutal, gruesome and un-
deniably intense, in the 
end it’s a surprisingly 
exciting and entertain-
ing little movie.

Th at’s not to 

insinuate that 28 Weeks Later is better than 
the original, though. Th at’s not the case 
at all (see below). But as a sort-of edge-
of-your-seat horror fl ick where everyone’s 
running around in full-blown survival 
mode, it works pretty well. You could dig 
a little deeper and fi nd something at stake 
about cowardice paying a heavy price – or 
other vaguely humanitarian concerns that 
are somewhat contrived and somewhat 
interesting – but there’s rarely enough time 
to refl ect on little more than, “Run you 
fools,” or “Jesus, did that dude just take a 
bite out of her jugular?”

It’s worth noting that you probably 
want to check out the fi rst fi lm before go-
ing to the sequel. I suppose that’s a pretty 
obvious thing to say, but it’s particularly 
true in this case. Since the characters and 

storyline are completely new, 28 Weeks 
Later is a self-contained movie, but if 
you miss out on how all of it started 

I imagine it would be diffi  cult to 
really get the full eff ect. 

Th e aforementioned sub-
text that runs quietly rampant 
throughout the fi lm is fairly 
interesting, but not nearly as 
pronounced or enticing as the 

original. In the end, it makes 28 
Weeks Later less self-refl exive and 

therefore probably a little easier to get 

immediately lost in, but it also makes it 
much less interesting. I realize it’s prob-
ably annoying to read a review about a 
movie that keeps referencing another, but 
it’s nearly impossible to separate the two. 
Th e schizophrenic feel of handheld camera 
movements is amped-up to an almost 
nauseating level, yet the look and feel is 
essentially the same. Even the soundtrack is, 
for all practical purposes, identical. Every-
thing has changed, yet it’s still somehow 

exactly the same, an admittedly stupid claim 
that probably makes perfect sense if you’ve 
seen both of the fl icks. 

Th at’s really all there is to say about 28 
Weeks Later. If you enjoyed the predecessor, 
but thought it skimped on the explosions 
and decapitations, then this is pretty much 
what you’ve been waiting for. Hollywood has 
gone way too far in turning out safe little se-
quels but, as far as follow-ups go, this is sure 
to be one of the best of the summer. 
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There is no Control button on Chuck Norris’ computer.

Spokane’s Newest Recording Studio

PRO TOOLS CERTIFIED

Th is nearly brand-new studio is the 
brainchild of musician Mark Klock and 
his wife Angel. Located about an hour 
and a half north of Spokane (just north of 
Chewelah), the studio is far removed from 
the noise and frantic distractions of the 
city. According to Klock, “When we fi rst 
started building the studio two years ago 
we had the option of moving to Spokane 
but instead we chose to set up shop way 
out here and make it a sort of getaway for 
musicians. Th ere is nothing up here to 
distract you – you have to concentrate on 
your music.”

History
Klock, a graduate of the UCLA audio 

engineering program, offi  cially started 
Fusion Studios in 2003 for his own private 
use in recording his own musical projects. 
A lifelong musician, he was frustrated with 
expensive studios that didn’t deliver the 
quality he desired. Fusion Studios was his 
solution and he eventually opened it up to 
the public.

Two years ago Klock moved to Wash-
ington to begin the yearlong process of 
constructing a brand new studio next to his 
ranch. Th e custom building was designed 
by Klock and was created to meet his needs 
as both an engineer and a musician. 

“Th e goal was to build a creative atmo-

sphere with a relaxing vibe that takes your 
mind off  the world and focuses it on the 
music,” explains Klock. “From everything 
I’ve heard from bands that come to the stu-
dio, we have succeeded in that goal. And 
they all love it so much they’ve all come 
back for their next project.”

The Building
Fusion Studios is a building separate 

from the living spaces and features a 
control suite, a massive live room, and one 
isolation booth. Th e live room features 20-
foot high ceilings and delivers an enormous 
sound. Under the hood of the studio is a 
32 track British Soundtracs analog-mixing 
board modifi ed to provide more headroom 
and a punchier sound.

“Th e analog board provides a more 
warm, natural sound that can’t be achieved 
through digital means,” explain Klock. 
“Metal guitarists really love the punchiness 
we are able to create with this board.”

The Equipment
Recordings done at Fusion Studio may 

be mixed through an analog mixer but they 
are recorded on the studio’s Mackie hard 
disc recorder system with industry leading 
Apogee digital/analog converters. Th e stu-

dio also features two full racks of pre-amps, 
more off -board gear than a non-engineer 
can understand, nine custom modifi ed 
mics, two studio drums sets, Mesa Boogie 
Stilletto tube heads, and more (a full list is 
available online at www.fusionstudio.biz).

When Klock relocated to Spokane he 
had a goal to build a studio that was as 
much a creative sanctuary as it is place to 
record. When band’s come into the studio 
they stay for a few days in the Klock’s 
guest rooms until the project is done. Th e 
distance from the city serves at a buff er 
against anything that might be a distrac-
tion during the recording process. 

“Coming to record at Fusion Studio is 
kind of like going on vacation,” jokes Klock.

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Due to the overwhelming success of 
Wikipedia, a number of user-editable spi-
noffs have blossomed on the web. Some 
are sanctioned by the Wikimedia Founda-
tion – such as Wikiquote, an encyclopedia 
of quotations, and Wiktionary, a multi-lan-
guage dictionary and thesaurus. However 
the vast majority of offshoots are either 
parodies or individually sanctioned sites 
with a very specifi c focus. There are way 
too many to catalogue, but here are a few 
of the most popular, to give you an idea of 
what’s out there:

• Uncyclopedia.org -  A Wikipedia parody 
that describes itself as “the content-free 
encyclopedia that anyone can edit,” an 
often hilarious collection of satirical articles 
with almost nothing in the way of a basis 
in reality. Like The Onion, only without that 
burdening shred of dignity.

• Lostpedia.com – An insanely comprehen-
sive Wikipedia-modeled encyclopedia dedi-
cated to the television show Lost, the show’s 
characters, various theories, back stories, etc. 
to the tune of 3,000 articles in 8 languages.

• Wookiepedia (starwars.
wikia.com) – A Wikipedia 
model devoted entirely to 
the Star Wars galaxy, the 
cleverly named website 
Wookiepedia is also full of 
highly informative tidbits. For example, did 
you know that “ docking bay 789012634 
was located at level 3301 in Byblos starport 
tower 214?” The administrators claim to 
make their articles available in 12 lan-
guages, yet fail to acknowledge that that’s 
completely irrelevant considering they’re 
speaking the universal language of dork.

• Conservapedia.org – Our personal 
favorite, Conservapedia is essentially the 
same thing as Wikipedia, only they coun-
ter what they perceive to be a liberal bias 
housed within the articles on the original 
website (apparently the truth has a notori-
ous leftist slant). The website is complete 
with updates on the terrorism front, a 
Bible Quote of the Day, and generally reg-
isters off-the-charts on the unintentional 
comedy scale.

Back in January of this year, the 
SiDEKiCK visited Th ai Bamboo’s South 
Hill store to see how Spokane’s largest 
Th ai establishment fared against our picky 
palettes. We found the restaurant to be 
outstanding in every way except in one 
small instance – I thought their calamari 
sucked. According to my previous review 
“Th ai Bamboo’s problem was that the cala-
mari itself looked and tasted like something 
I would get from Skippers – manufactured 
and mass-produced. While their Th ai dip-
ping sauce was awesome, the calamari itself 
wasn’t worthy of the sauce.”

To my surprise they read the review and 
listened. I got an email from Th ai Bam-
boo owner Tom Burgess about a month 
ago telling me that they were now serving 
homemade calamari rings and he was con-
fi dent that they would pass the test. At fi rst 
I thought this might be a ploy to kidnap 
me and feed me a Hannibal Lecter style 
meal of my own brain. So I sent my assis-
tant in fi rst to scout out the situation. He 
returned in one piece with tales of calamari 
rings that were “outstanding.”

Th e calamari that arrived at my table 
was 1000% percent better than the nasty 
old stuff  I’d blasted back in January. Th e 
problem before was that the calamari rings 

were 10% meat and 90% greasy breading. 
Now it’s the opposite with big, chunky 
rings that actually give you something 
to bite into and a crispy breading that 
doesn’t overwhelm the ring in both size 
and taste. While the actual calamari rings 
received a major overhaul, the sweet Th ai 
dipping sauce that came with the dish 
was the same great sauce that I had back 
in January. Th e sauce was the cornerstone 
to the whole experience since it made the 
rings come alive in your mouth and gave 
the calamari a distinctively Th ai fl avor.

In my previous article I claimed that I 
hadn’t found a restaurant in Spokane that 

made good calamari – after last night I 
can now say there are at least three (since 
Th ai Bamboo has three Spokane loca-
tions with a new Coeur D’Alene one in 
the works). I want to believe there are 
more but I have yet to fi nd them. I am 
open to suggestions.

Th ai Bamboo is located at 2926 E. 
29th Ave on the South Hill, 5204 N. 
Division on the North Side and 12722 
E. Sprague Ave in the Valley. For more 
information look online at www.thaib-
amboorestaurant.com.
